The growth of the church to this point in Acts

•  	 After Peter’s Pentecost sermon
Acts 2:41 Those who accepted his message were baptized, and 
about three thousand were added to their number that day. 

•  	 In the new community
Acts 2:47 ...praising God and enjoying the favor of all the 
people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who 
were being saved. 

•  	 After Peter’s healing sermon
Acts 4:4 But many who heard the message believed, and the 
number of men grew to about five thousand.

•  	 During the daily ministry of the apostles
Acts 5:14  Nevertheless, more and more men and women be-
lieved in the Lord and were added to their number.

Acts 6:6 They presented these men to the apostles, who 
prayed and laid their hands on them.
